Historian John Long will examine the trial of Charles Watkins for the murder of his wife, which was marked by
threats of lynching, a fugitive manhunt a disappearing witness, mistaken identities, claims of insanity, and a
secret letter.

e Thursday, May 7 at Noon - Cabal! The Plot Again General Washington

Historian Mark Edward Lender examines clues found in original new research about the personalities and political
maneuverings of those involved in the so-called “Conway Cabal” of patriot officers and politicians critical of
George Washington’s leadership.

e Thursday, June 4 at Noon - City of Refuge: Freedom & Unfreedom in the Early Republic’s Great Dismal Swamp

Marcus Nevius traces the long-standing phenomenon of petit marronage (indefinite slave flight) as an act of black
resistance at the Great Dismal Swamp’s earliest labor camp, Dismal Plantation, and in the broader early
republican U.S.
